Requests received for action by the Commission under Section 126
of the Government Code relating to acceptance of exclusive Jurisdiction by
the United States of lands within the State of California require the hold-
ing of public hearings and report to the Commission of proceadings and de-
terminations of the hearings for final consideration and action.

and approved March 25, 1907. Payment in full therefor was mads on March 28,
1907, tut patent was not isasued at that time. In 1548 =5 a resuli of in-
quiry by title insurance companies concerning discrepancies in the record
pesition of T.L.L. 271, & resurvey wss made by Mr. J. G. Barnard, R.C.E.
5161, for the Beede estute. Upon.vequest, patent was issuved baszd on the
description Irom the 1943 resurvey. In 1949 the Pacific Gas and Electric
Company gcquired T.L.L. 271, Conira Costa County. Subsequently, further
raview has disclosed thzt the 1548 resurvey needed additional ties to fix
its position on the ground. The ties have been rade by the engineering
staff of the present owner. This resurvey has been reviewed by the Staff
and found to describe correctly the lands intended to be conveyed and to
conform with the survey records of this Division.
