on November 20, 2004. The property ownership has since transferred to
Ronald Schwartz, as Trustee of the Ronald Schwartz Revocabile Living
Trust Agreement dated July 7, 1993, as restated and amended. Applicant
is now applying for a new recreational pier lease. Applicant qualifies for a
Recreational Pier Lease because he is a natural person who has
improved the littoral land with, and uses the upland for, a single-family
dwelling.

Pursuant to the Commission’s delegation of authority and the State CEQA
Guidelines (Title 14, California Code of Regulations, section 15061), the
staff has determined that this activity is exempt from the requirements of
the CEQA as a categorically exempt project. The project is exempt under
Class 1, Existing Facilities; Title 2, California Code of Regulations, section
